On the basis of this call applications from WBC countries can also been accepted.

Bilateral Scientific and Technological Co-operation

Call for tenders (recently updated)

According to the Research and Technology Innovation Fund Law (2003/XC.), the National Office for Research and Technology put out to tender for additional support of R&D mobility projects in the framework of Bilateral Scientific and Technological Co-operation. These tenders are available to partner countries without possessing mutual calling for tender. 

To put in an application it is necessary to enclose a certificate from the receiver institution, which ensures the supplies of Hungarian researchers during their stay abroad. Its measure depends on the agreement between the foreign partner and the Hungarian project leader on its own risk. Competing is also possible for the organization of events relating to the priorities of bilateral scientific and technological co-operations. The tendering procedure works in open tender system.

Who is entitled to get support?

· Financial organizations (research institutes, educational institutes),
· legal entities or companies without legal personality,
· cooperatives, non-profit organizations,
· all who want to co-operate J in the field of natural, medical, agricultural or technological sciences. 

Objectives and priorities of the call

· To support the development of high quality science and technology innovation centers of universities by the instruments of the international bilateral S&T co-operations.
· To support international co-operations of these centers in the hope of facilitating subsequent major co-operations.
· To promote professional development and the access to international S&T networks for researchers. 
· To foster deep-rooted connections between publicly funded research institutes and enterprises, and the greater participation of SMEs in bilateral S&T co-operations.
· To conduce the realisation of highlighted S&T events.

Objectives of the mobility program:

· preparation to other co-operations within the framework of international bilateral or multilateral R&D projects, 
· medium term economically utilisable R&D projects,
· promoting international experiences to young researchers (undergraduate students, PhD students, pre and post doctors) and in this way, contributing to the consolidation of research career model and establishing new job opportunities for researchers,
· reintegration,
· access to international S&T networks and co-operations,
· fostering deep-rooted connections between publicly funded research institutes and enterprises, and the greater participation of SME-s in bilateral S&T co-operations.
