=  no top-down decision but choices 
  based on dynamic    
  entrepreneurial discovery 
  process uniting key     
stakeholders around shared vision 

= all forms of innovation, not only 
technology-driven, existing / new 
knowledge 

= ecosystem approach: creating 
environment for change, efficiency of 
institutions 

= NOT a "Neutral" policy: it requires 
policy makers to take risks associated 
with the selection of a limited number 
of activities to support by relying on
